
KILLEAN 
 

The most northerly burial ground of the parishes of Killean and Kilkenzie is at Killean 

two miles north of A’Chleit the second church to be built. It was built in 1792 and is 

still in use. 

 

The first church of Killean (St. John) was built in the 13th century but fell to the 

ground in 1770 during the incumbency of the Rev Robert Thomson. 

 

The principal Currie (curry) families are interred in the old part which was closed in 

1932. 

 

The legible stones read as follows. 

 

CURRIE 

Erected by AGNES KEITH in memory of her husband NEIL CURRIE who died at 

CRAIGRUA 15 SEPTEMBER 2892 aged 82 years. 

The above AGNES KEITH died 2 DECEMBER 1896 aged 87 years. 

Their daughter SARAH CURRIE who died at CRAIGRUA 31 MAY 1916 aged 69. 

And their son JAMES CURRIE died at CRAIGRUA 29 JANUARY 1923 aged 87 years. 

And their daughter MARY died at CRAIGRUA 1 FEBRUARY 1929 aged 83. 

And their son HECTOR who died at DUNSKEIG 2 FEBRUARY 1933 aged 87 years.
